The Book of Psalms (5612)Gépher (4210)Mizmdwriym

The Psalms are basically poetry set to music. There are several types of
psalm and are authored by at least six people. Daviyd wrote about seven-—
ty threet, as two are credited to him in the new covenant. There are psalms
of instruction, prophecy, pleas for mercy or wrath on the wicked, and ones
of penitence that ask for forgliveness. Psalms are not a dry work of law.
They are art, in many cases. Many different instruments were used in acc-
ompaniment. Many the words used are only used in the psalms, and not

in other scriptures. Many words have thelr meanings lost, and an approxi-
mation was used to f£ill in. I will note these where possible. As usual,
the KJV did a bad job of it, and entire passages were out of context. I
have used Hebrew scripture a lot in this work, and many psalms read enti-
rely different than In the KJV. You will spot them easily, I think, and
will enjoy the proper context greatly, I will use a large number of the
Strong's number designations here, as so many words are of interest that
it enhances the work to study them. A lot of mistranslations of psalms
made it into the New Covenant text, and churchianity has based false doct-
rine on some of it. References were gathered from - KJV, Strong's Exhaus-
tive Concordance, NRSV, The Complete Word Study 0ld Testament(KJV) and the
companion Word Study Dictionary by Warren Baker and Eugene Carpenter, the
Kethubim(Masoretic Scripture), and several other modern bible versions as
comparatives. I am not using the same format in Psalms as in the earlier
books of scripture. Not as many notes and comments are needed, and they
have been placed following each psalm, Instead of on a separate page.
Reference to other scripture is still on the vright in a column. All notes
and comments are mine. You may agree or not at your own disgression. The
actual scripture, however is as clogse as I can get it. I have tried to
undo some of the damage done by the KJV "scribes", and have been diligent
in my research, If I found a passage that has lost words, I have noted it,
and not tried to interject personal views. That is for notes and comments,
which are not part of the scripture text. I have done this work here in
federal prison, and it has been a blessing. Yahweh blesses in strange ways
sometimes, as with YOwgeph being sold into slavery, only to save all of
his brothers and father later. Prison has been that for me. I get closer
to Yahweh daily through His Word, and my’ﬁl%hfym has given me much stren-
gth as well as instruction. I do a psalm each day, and repeat over and over,
I get some Insight each time, as Yahweh leads me to other scripture by the
psalms. I hope you enjoy thls work as much as I did doing it. May Yahweh
bless and keep you., Praise YHWH!

In vs5 it has “"hated enemy”, and this is an emphatic usage, rather than the regular
"enemy"” #6887 as in wvs6. In vsl7 "worship" is with the implied "extended hands”,

and is different than other words meaning worship. This entire Psalm was written
while Daviyd was being pursued by Saul, and Daviyvd was defending himself from ace-

sations by Kiiwsh.
